To quote DG Ed. “I firmly believe that we in 9500 can not be all things to all – the best way for us to proceed would be to urge clubs and individuals wishing to support recovery activities to do so via our District Fund.”
RI Director Stuart Heal’s attachment is essential reading!  He states that annual changeover of District Governor makes long term planning difficult. The big efforts (and cost) in preparing for a District Governorship of just 12 months service seems inefficient. He knows what he is talking about & has Rotary’s long term interests at heart. (12 months is inadequate at all levels of leadership. This club & other Rotary club’s practice of 2 year terms of Directorship & overlap is a good start.  Why not at Presidential & DG level? If our expectations of any President & Director leadership is so intensive that “burn out “ occurs in a 12 month span, we need to look seriously at the issue!   I think a 2 year DG role would work if the necessary support was offered at District & Zone level and surely a bi-ennial (24 month) District Conference would suffice and save enormous costs - Ed.)
The next Club Assembly is planned for March 29th. & this should be a good agenda item.
