A VERSATILE CARAVAN CONCEPT

Andy West was introduced by Colin Schwab. Andy works for Copper Coast Council and proposes a special, dedicated, purpose built caravan for following reasons.

Emergency events e.g. the recent Wallaroo silo fire & evacuation emergency. It would be readily transported to an area & used as “centre for management” with its own dedicated generator for power supply & water supply. Phones & radio communication provisions would be installed for “command post” work & a focus for various other bodies like SAPOL & MFS etc.

Community events such as Kerneweck Lowender, Wallaroo Festival, KESAB, Relay for Life, Service Club Conferences, Beach Cricket etc. The caravan would readily be converted to a ticket office, admin. centre, secure area and also promote Copper Coast to the public. The old KL caravan has “fallen apart” after many years & only had one focus, this new one would have to be much more versatile & practical.

It would belong to, & be managed by, Council but funding will need to come from Corporate & community sponsorship as well as Council.

Estimated costs are between $55K to $60K, fully fitted out, probably with shower & toilet facilities.

The other DCCC caravan designed for family accommodation in times of emergency currently resides at a local caravan park and has rarely been utilized due difficulties in siting it in Adelaide & transporting it easily. This new concept is very different in function & application. (suggested that the one just mentioned could be a “trade in”.) Question time was lively again.

Colin thanked Andy with the “Rotary drinking vessel” before President Richard was informed as “how to weigh a pie” (somewhere over the rainbow) & then he closed us up with the 4 way test. He also especially thanked Rotarian Dannielle for her “make-up visit” to our club.
