Established in 1981 with research into COT DEATH it has since financed many health organizations. Cot deaths were reduced by around 150 from 1985 to 1997. Funds spent on mental health of $1.2M and $1.1M made available to health research partners.

All research funds are spent in Australia and donations are tax deductible.

Graham Morris suggested more research could be done in regard prostate cancer, the biggest killer.
