Challenge to our society by Andrew Fort who presented a slide show of his work with YP young people in regard mental health issues. They are developing a proposal for “Headspace”; a program to work with 12 to 25 yo youth by supplying street front access for help and counselling. Research shows that 75% of mental health problems emerge before 25 years of age.  5 to 10% attempt suicide but only 25% seek professional help. Life is complex and very different for modern young people, challenges & protracted difficulties put youth at risk – early intervention is vital and possible.  What can we do? Listen, look, talk & seek appropriate help for those at risk. Access to school counselors, church ministers, local GP, Families SA, CAMHS, Lifeline, Kids Helpline can be a start. Care and some compassion is a big help. Seeking Federal funds for Headspace in Kadina needs community support & lobbying. The question time was lively & protracted as Andrew enlightened us on a very real issue. Drugs & alcohol are a big part of these people’s lives. But,  there is hope while people like Andrew and his colleagues like Steve and Richard are at work. They need all the community’s support as these young people are our future.
Steve thanked Andrew with the usual “Rotary Mug”.
